2. Before servicing or cleaning unit, switch power off at service panel
and lock the service disconnecting means to prevent power from
being switched on accidentally. When the service disconnecting
means cannot be locked, securely fasten a prominent warning
device, such as a tag, to the service panel.

3. Installation work and electrical wiring must be done by a qualified
person(s) in accordance with all applicable codes and standards,
including fire-rated construction codes and standards.

4. Sufficient air is needed for proper combustion and exhausting of
gases through the flue (chimney) of fuel burning equipment to
prevent backdrafting. Follow the heating equipment manufacturer’s
guideline and safety standards such as those published by the
National Fire Protection Association (NFPA), and the American
Society for Heating, Refrigeration and Air Conditioning Engineers
(ASHRAE), and the local code authorities.

(Ground Fault Circuit Interrupter) - protected branch circuit.

CLEANING & MAINTENANCE

For quiet and efficient operation, long life, and attractive appearance
- lower or remove grille and vacuum interior of unit with the dusting
brush attachment.

The motor is permanently lubricated and never needs oiling. If the
motor bearings are making excessive or unusual noises, replace the
blower assembly (includes motor and impeller).

OPERATION

Use an on/off switch to operate the fan.
Do not use a speed control.
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~@-IMPORTANT - The ducting from this fan to the outside of the building
has a strong effect on the air flow, noise and energy use of the fan. Use
the shortest, straightest duct routing possible for best performance, and
avoid installing the fan with smaller ducts than recommended. Insulation
around the ducts can reduce energy loss and inhibit mold growth. Fans
installed with existing ducts may not achieve their rated airflow.

Mount housing anywhere between trusses,
joists, or I-joists using hanger bars.

Sliding hanger bars are provided to allow for accurate posi-
tioning of housing anywhere between framing. They can be
used on all types of framing (I-joist, standard joist, and truss
construction) and span up to 24’

Attach the MOUNTING CHANNELS to the housing using the
SCREWS supplied.

Extend HANGER BARS
to the width of the
framing.

Hold housing in place
so that bottom edge of
housing will be flush
with finished surface of
ceiling. For 1/2” thick
ceiling material, position
bottom of each mount-
ing flange flush with
bottom of joist.

To ensure a noise-free
mount: Secure hang-
ing bars together with
SCREWS and use a
pliers to crimp mounting
channels tightly around
hanger bars.

n Attach damper/duct connector.

Install housing mask.

n Attach grille.

Tape mask into
housing. Mask protects
unit during construction.
Remove before
attaching grille.

Install ceiling material.
Cut out around housing.

If grille spring becomes
dislodged from grille - snap
it back into place as shown.
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
