When operating this lawn mower it is essential that you wear
safety gear including goggles or safety glasses, steel-toed shoes
and tight fitting gloves (no loose cuffs or draw strings).

Attaching the Grass Catcher
Lift the discharge flap. Hook the grass catcher bag into the lawn-
mower. Fold the discharge flap down again .

Adjusting the Cutting Height

The cutting height can be varied in 7 increments from 1 to 3.35

inches with the cutting height adjustment. Pull the handle outwards

The lawn mower has a safety key. The key is located under the
battery cover. When the key is removed the power supply to the
motor is interrupted. To insert the safety key press down until the
key clicks into place. To remove the key, press the lock and pull out

the safety key.

CAUTION
Remove the safety key if the unit is left unattended;
before adjusting, cleaning or performing other work on the unit;
before removing blockages or obstacles in the lawn mowers path.

Powering the Lawn Mower

To switch ON press the switch interlock and hold down. Pull the
power activation bar back towards the handle. The motor starts.
On self-propelled models (#106491) pull the drive activation bar up

towards the handle to engage the drive. Adjust the speed with the

drive speed adjustment knob on the handlebar.
Turning the Lawn Mower Off

Release the blade activation bar to turn the motor off.
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WARNING
After releasing the blade activation bar, the cutter bar continues
running briefly. Risk of injury!

Battery Charge Indicator

The unit has a LED battery charge indicator on the handlebar. The
LED shows 4 meaning there is 100% battery power, 3 is 75% power,
2is 50% power, 1is 25% power and 0 indicates there is no power .

“3” ~15% Removing the Grass Catcher

If the grass catcher bag is full it should be emptied immediately.
Switch the motor off. Wait until the motor and blades stop.

Lift the discharge flap. Remove the grass catcher. Before
reattaching the catcher, remove any obstructions from the cutting
area. Disconnect the safety key and battery hefore clearing debris

from the cutting area.

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Mowing without the Grass Catcher
When working without the catcher, the mowed grass is ejected
directly downwards or through the side discharge.
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‘ \ Attatching the Grass Catcher

QRS To attach the grass catcher, lift the back cover on the lawn mower
and expose the opening of the underside of the lawn mower deck.
Attach the hooks at the top of the grass catcher to the spring bar
that holds the back cover in place. The weight of the grass catcher
will hold it in place. Let the back cover down to rest on the top of
the grass catcher.

Adjusting the Cutting Height

The cutting height can be adjusted by pulling the wheel knobs out
away from the mower and towards each wheel. This will release
the lever from the current slot it is in. Set the desired height by
moving the knob/lever forward or backword and settling it back into
one of the cut-out slots.

Before performing any maintenance on the lawn mower,
remove the battery.

Cleaning the Lawn Mower

Remove the battery. Remove the grass catcher. Do not use
water or liquid detergents. Whenever possible, always clean
the unit directly after mowing. After mowing, always clean
the lawnmower with a hand brush. Remove grass residues
carefully out of the cutting area. Remove stuck clipping
deposits using a stiff brush. Keep the ventilation slots clean
and dust-free.

Cleaning the Grass Catcher
For thorough cleaning, the grass catcher can be cleaned
with a hose.

Replacing/Sharpening the Cutting Blade
To protect against injury from the cutting blade, have a lawn
mower repair service replace or sharpen the cutting blade.

Repairs
Check the unit for damage. Repairs may be carried out by an
authorized customer service center only.
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Storage

Remove the safety key and remove the battery from the mower
before storing. Store the lawn mower in a dry, dust-free and frost-
free place ideally in a temperature range of 50° - 77°F (10-25 °C).
Store the battery and the unit separately.

Folding the Lawn Mower

The handle bar can be folded down to facilitate storage and
transport. Loosen the triangle knobs on either side of the upper
handlebars and move the handlebar backwards.

Charge the battery before storing the unit in winter. Keep the unit,
in particular its plastic components, away from brake fluids, petrol,
petroleum products, penetrating oil, etc. They contain chemical
substances which may damage, attack or destroy the plastic
components of the unit.

Remove the battery from the lawn mower when not in use.

Disposal Information

Recycle raw materials instead of disposing as waste.

Battery, accessories and packaging should be recycled in an
environmentally friendly manner. Plastic parts are identified for
recycling according to material type.
