A tone will play and the light bar will flash once
before turning solid.

. Turn on the second speaker.
. Press the audio link button G2 on the second

speaker. A tone will play. The second speaker's
light bar will show the volume of the first speaker
once connected.

. Repeat step 4 for each additional speaker.
. To disconnect an individual speaker, press the

audio link button G or turn the speaker off.

. To end audio link for all speakers, press audio

link button G on the first speaker or turn the
first speaker off.

EQ Adjustment

Factory Reset

To reset the speaker to factory settings:

1. Set the speaker to pairing mode by holding down
the Bluetooth® button $ until the speaker makes
a radar tone and the light bar begins to pulse. Do
not connect the speaker to a device.

2. Hold down the Bluetooth® %, audio link G,
and play / pause Pl buttons for 5 seconds. The
speaker will reset to factory settings.
